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How did Garland Scout Ranch
get started?

Garland was a real cattle
ranch owned by the Garland Fam-
ily of Desoto Parish. Mrs. Gar-
land lef1 her ranch to her ehurch
wilh the condition that it was to

be come a youth camp.

Norwela Council of the
Boy Scouts of America was look-
ing for a place they could use for
summer camp and made an agree-
ment with the church for the use
of the Garland Ranch in the early
70’s. Over the next few years the
roads were built and the lakes

were constructed.

Secout camping started in
the mid 70%s. The dinning hall
was added along with the show-
ered latrines in many ol the camp
sites. The ranch could not have
been possible il it wasn’t for the
many cont ributions given to the
Camp by the generous supporters

Garland Scout Ranch has
changed a lot in the last few years.
It started with the building of the
Scout Masters lounge called the
Hallet Building, where meetings
can be held and training can be
done in small groups,

Scout masters can relax,
take a warm shower or drink a
cup of coffee while talking with
other adult leaders.

Next was Lhe new pm)l
which was installed just in time
for 2007 summer camp. Then
came the new roof on the dinning
hall followed by new restrooms to
the side of the hall.

Volunteers began working
in camp site “A™ on the first of
five private hathrooms and show-
ers to be built in the camp site ar-

eas.

Construction then started
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on a restroom and shower house
for the pool. Then the pool pump

house was built.

The long anticipated Scout
Center started to go up next to the
pool . another restroom and

shower was built in camp site

“J/K” and the cook shack quarters

were built.

Nearly a millions dollars has been
spent to build all the new struc-
tures which will make camping
more enjoyable for all who visit
Garland.
